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1. RULES: The following are AllStar Bass team tournament rules during the year’s 2007-2008 tournament season. If any revisions are necessary, they will be announced and or
published prior to the tournament. Interpretation of these rules shall be left exclusively to the tournament officials. The decision of the tourmament officials shall be final in all matters.
In the event of a rule violation, the tournament director and advisory board may impose such sanctions as appropriate, including, without limitation, disqualification, forfeiture of
prizes, forfeiture of entry fee and prohibition from participation in subsequent tournaments. It is at the directors’ discretion to make a change where safety of the contestants is a
concemn. Any announcement made at the toumament site takes precedence over written rules. All federal, state and local laws must be obeyed and it is the contestant’s responsibility to
know these laws. It is the responsibility of each entrant to know these rules. Failure to read these rules or ignorance of them is no excuse. AllStar Bass Fishing Toumaments
reserves the right to reject any entry that is not in the best interest of AllStar Bass Fishing Tournaments.

2. CONTESTANTS AND ELIGIBILITY: Participation in this tournament circuit is open to all members in good standing of AllStar Bass. There are no restrictions as to race,
gender, creed or color. However, participants must be Arizona Hunter & Angler magazine subscribers or reside at the home of a subscriber. One team member must be at least 18
years of age. Those entered and under the age of 18 years must have written consent from parent or guardian. Further, a release and waiver of liability must be signed by participant
and either parents, or legal guardian(s), whose signatures must be notarized, and be on file with AllStar Bass officials prior to the tournament. A properly completed official entry
form signed by both contestants and entry fees are due at AllStar Bass headquarters five days prior to the tournament date. There will be a $10 penalty for late entries. Late entries
and penalties must be paid by the day of the tournament. AllStar Bass reserves the right to discontinue acceptance of applications prior to deadline and also the right to extend the
acceptance date. Deposits and full entry fees will be transferred to other tournaments only if proper notification is made to AllStar Bass headquarters prior to the entry fee deadline
date. There is a $25 fee for any change. No refunds after deadline day. The deadline is five days prior to the tournament. No credit card entries will be accepted. A $25
administrative fee will be assessed for any check returned by a bank, credit union or other financial institution for any reason. If a second check is returmed for any reason, an additional
$25 administrative fee will be assessed. AllStar Bass will attempt to obtain the payment. If these efforts are unsuccessful, the returned check will be sent to the Maricopa Country
Attorney General's office for collection. Returmned checks will constitute grounds to refuse entry into future events. Each contestant must have in possession a valid and current
Arizona fishing license with appropriate stamps governing the fishable waters of the event. Penalty for not having a license is disqualification of the day’s catch.

3. SAFETY: Safe boating conduct and all safety precautions must be observed at all times by all contestants. Contestants are required to wear a Coast Guard-approved type |, Il or
111 chest-type Personal Floatation Device (PFD) or Type V inflatables any time that the combustion engine is operating. The PFD must be worn and fastened when boats are being
inspected at the tournament start. Contestants are responsible for providing their own PFD. All boats must be equipped with an emergency engine shutoff or “kill” switch and it must
be attached to the boater any time the combustion engine is operating. Tournament officials have the right to delay or cancel the start of an official tournament day because of bad
weather or other factors that would endanger the safety of the competitors. Tournament waters may also be restricted at any time because of bad weather. Unsafe or reckless driving
and excessive speed will not be tolerated. Boat drivers who endanger their passengers and/or other boats on the water face the possibility of expulsion from AllStar Bass tournaments.
4. SPORTSMANSHIP: Competitors in the tournament are expected to follow high standards of sportsmanship, courtesy, safety and conservation. The laws of good judgment and
sportsmanship as well as courtesy toward others on and off the water will be adhered to at all time. Specifically the use of obscene language or gestures is strictly forbidden at any time
prior to, during, or after the event in the area of the host marina, lodging or tournament headquarters. Any infraction of these fundamental sporting principles may be deemed cause for
disqualification or other penalty. Use of alcohol or drugs, other than those purchased over the counter or prescribed by a licensed physician, by any competitor during an official
practice or during the tournament will not be tolerated and shall be cause for automatic disqualification for this and all future tournaments. Maximum courtesy must be practiced at all
times, especially with regard to boating and angling in the vicinity of non-competitors who may be on tournament waters. Any act or inflammatory statement by any contestant that, in
the opinion of the Tournament Authority, is detrimental to the operation of tournament, damaging to organized bass fishing, to AllStar Bass, or any of its sponsors, or to permitting
agencies or their officers (such as rangers, fishery biologists, etc.) during or after the touraments may result in temporary or permanent suspension from all future AllStar Bass
toumnaments. Any act of a competitor, which reflects unfavorably upon the efforts of AllStar Bass to promote fisheries conservation, clean waters, and courtesy, may be deemed reason
for disqualification. No alcoholic beverages or other stimulants or depressants, prescription or otherwise, shall be allowed in the boats during an official practice or competition days,
or when in the weigh-in area. Chemical substance addiction or abuse, conviction of a felony or other crimes involving moral turpitude, or other conduct reflecting unfavorably upon
the efforts of AllStar Bass to promote safety, sportsmanship and compliance with tournament rules shall be grounds for rejecting any application for participation and for
disqualification.

5. BOATS AND MOTORS: All boats entered in the tournament must be at least 14 feet in length with a gas-powered motor of 8 hp. or more. ALL BOATS MUST MEET BIA
AND COAST GUARD REQUIREMENTS. All boaters must carry proof of valid liability insurance in their boat at all times, and may be asked to present proof of insurance at any
time. All boats must be equipped with a functioning aerated livewell, and emergency engine shutoff switch (“kill” switch). The tournament officials reserve the right to prohibit any
boat from participating. Contestants may use their own boat and motor, or rent a boat. Tournament officials will check all boats prior to the days fishing. An electric trolling motor
may be used for maneuvering. However, trolling as a method of fishing is prohibited.

6. PRE-TOURNAMENT PRACTICE FISHING: Off-Limits starts Monday midnight, prior to the tournament, until the official start of the toumnament. No contestant is
permitted to be on the lake during the off-limit period. During the tournament, and during the official off-limits period, no contestant shall have any person on those waters in an effort
to secure information about the fishing conditions, patterns, and so on. Should tournament officials determine that a violation took place, that team will be required to withdraw from
the tournament and forfeit their entry fee and any prizes. Anglers are not permitted to catch bass at any time and transport them to be released in another part of the tournament waters
in an effort to establish a population of fish in a specially selected area. Skin diving, scuba diving and use of underwater cameras are not permitted during official practice days and
during the tournament.

7. TACKLE AND EQUIPMENT: Only artificial lures may be used. No prepared or live bait is permitted other than pork rind or deer hide strips. Fish “attractants” in their
common liquid, gel or solid form may be used. Tackle must be a casting, spinning, or spincasting outfit. All other types are prohibited. Rods may not exceed 8 feet in length. Only
one rod and reel may be used at any one time. Other rods and reels as specified above may be in the boat ready for use. However, every cast and retrieve must be completed before
another cast and retrieve is made. All bass must be caught live and in a conventional manner. Landing nets will be allowed. No gaffs may be used to boat bass or be permitted in the
boat at any time. The use of grippers in landing bass is prohibited.

8. PERMITTED FISHING WATERS: Contestants may fish anywhere on tournament waters accessible by boat, except areas designated as “off limits” or “no fishing” by
tourmnament, local, state or federal officials. All fishing must be done from a boat that has been inspected by the tournament officials. All contestants must leave and retum to the
official tournament launch site by boat. Boats cannot be trailered from one location to another during tournament hours. No two boats may touch or appear to touch during
tournament hours. This includes non-contestants’ boats as well as contestants’ boats. Contestants may not exchange or switch boats during the tournament without expressed consent
of the tournament officials, except as stipulated in Rule 10. No fishing is permitted within 50 yards of any gas dock. No fishing is permitted within 25-yards from any boat-slip
at Bartlett Lake and/or any designated lake. Any boat-slip/marina lake specific information will be printed on your draw start number card. If permissible and if you
fish near any boat-slip please be courteous to the moored boat owners. Toumament officials reserve the right to declare any water as off-limits when they deem it to be in the
best interests of the tournament.

9. FISHING HOURS, - OFFICIAL CHECKPOINT: Fishing hours will be announced prior to the tournament. Contestants’ boats will be assigned a number at the evening and
or morning registration. This number must be visible at the official check-in point prior to the weigh-in. There shall be only one official area for check-out in the morning and check-in
in the afternoon, and this area shall be designated at the Tourament registration.

10. BREAKDOWN: In case of a breakdown, one or both contestants may take their fish and get into another contestant's boat and return to the official weigh-in site. When
transferring fish, all contestants involved must observe and mark all fish so they can be identified easily at the weigh-in site. When the fish are put into bags at the weigh-in site, all
contestants involved must agree that all fish are identified as the same as when they were transferred on the lake. Contestants riding back to the weigh-in site in another contestant's
boat cannot fish. However, those anglers rendering assistance may continue fishing. Should one of the team members decide to stay with the troubled boat, the other team member
may take the catch to the weighmaster. However, the angler choosing to remain behind may not continue to fish. In case of early departure from the Toumament Lake, the team doing
so must notify the tournament director or appointed staff members. Failure to do so will result in the loss of any points earned at the tournament.

11. TEAM PARTNERS: Partners must remain together throughout the fishing day and may not leave the boat unless accompanied by a tourament official, except as stipulated in
Rule 10, or for a brief “call of nature”. In the case of male-female teams, the momentary condition of being out of sight of each other to use the “restroom™ is permitted.
Contestants may not leave the boat for the purpose of carrying, towing, or pushing their boat to fishing waters that are otherwise inaccessible. Contestants may not get out of their boat
to reduce the weight and floatability of the boat for the purpose of gaining access to fishing waters that are otherwise inaccessible.

12. SCORING - WEIGH-IN: When presenting fish to be measured, the contestants cannot touch the fish while the official takes the measurement. Once fish
are presented to the weighmaster, they immediately become the "official catch™ of the contestant and become the possession of the weighmaster to measure
weigh and record as such. Only largemouth and smallmouth bass will be allowed at the weigh-in. The limit shall be six (6) of the aforementioned species unless the state limit is
less than six (6) or a special limit is established by the tournament officials. There will be five (5) participation points awarded to each team entered. Points and pounds will be
awarded as follows: 55 points and pounds in hundredths for first place, 54 points and pounds in hundredths for second place inclusive through 6 points plus pounds in hundredths for
50th place. Contestants in 51st place and below will receive 5 participation points plus their pounds in hundredths. These points along with total pounds are accumulated for the
season to determine the team standings. To accumulate team points in more than one tournament, no change in team partners is allowed. If the partners change, a new team point




accumulation will be started for the new team. Any team failing to check-in within 15 minutes of their designated check-in time will forfeit all points for that tournament including the
5 points for entering the event.

13. PENALTIES: Contestants who have not checked in at the official check-in point on time will be penalized at the rate of 1/2 pound per minute late which will be deducted from
the total weight of that day’s catch. Contestants more than 15 minutes late shall lose all credit for that day’s catch. All fish will be measured on a Golden Rule measuring board, mouth
closed and tail lobes pressed together. Contestants may in no way alter, harm, or mutilate any fish so it will meet the length requirements. Tournament officials reserve the right to
disqualify questionable fish. Any fish that has its tail cut to measure below the slot limit may be subject to disqualification. Anyone weighing a bass shorter than the
tournament minimum length limit as determined by officials will have that fish culled and one pound deducted from the remaining total weight. The same penalty will apply to
anyone weighing a fish within the “slot” on lakes with a slot limit. Culling is defined as replacing a live caught bass with a larger live caught bass. When one fish above the
tournament daily limit is caught, one fish must be culled immediately. No more than the daily limit set by the tourament officials is allowed in the livewell. THERE WILL BE NO
FISHING OR CULLING OF ANY KIND IN THE OFFICIAL WEIGH-IN AREA STARTING 1/2 HOUR PRIOR TO FIRST FLIGHT WEIGH-IN THROUGH THE
REMAINDER OF THE WEIGH-IN. Anyone presenting the tournament officials more than the daily limit set by tournament officials will have their fish culled down to one fish
below the limit starting with their largest fish. Contestants must not allow any bass caught by them to be counted on the score of another contestant. In such a case, both contestants
shall be disqualified from this toumnament and all future tournaments. Any anglers weighing in a dead bass will have five-tenths (.5) of a pound deducted per dead fish from their
total weight. It is the goal of AllStar Bass to release alive all toumament-caught bass during the weigh-in. If a contestant desires to keep a trophy bass, it must be announced at the time
fish are presented to the weighmaster. The team will also be assessed a five-tenths (.5) penalty. DON'T KILL YOUR CATCH: Competitors are expected to keep their bass alive
by use of a properly aerated livewell. The few bass that do not survive will be used for scientific study and for charity.

14. OFFICIAL BOATS/MEDIAPROMOTION: Officials may be on the lake during tournament hours and can approach, observe, or inspect any contestant's boat. Contestants
are requested to cooperate with all reasonable requests from news media representatives. Likewise, participation in the tournament grants AllStar Bass the use of any pictures of
contestants, accounts, or interviews with contestants it gathers for the lawful promotion of AllStar Bass and its tournament operation.

15. LIVEWELLS: Adequate livewells are mandatory in each boat and must provide aeration to maintain fish in good condition because all fish will be released alive after the
weigh-in, if possible. Use of fish preservation products is encouraged.

16. USE OF MARKER BUOYS/ANCHOR: The use of marker buoys is permitted. Contestants may reserve a 25-yard area from their boat by having the anchor down and
trolling motor up.

17. ENCROACHMENT: A *“25-yard rule” is in effect at all times during competition, except as outlined in Rule 10. No contestant's boat may move within 25 yards of another
contestant's boat at any time for the purpose of fishing. Aboat moving from one area to another may infringe upon this zone as long as the moving anglers do not attempt to fish while
doing so.

18. TRANSMITTING OF INFORMATION: Transmitting of information over any radio device concerning any aspect of the taking of fish during the official tournament hours
is prohibited. CELLULAR TELEPHONES or other communication devices are allowed in boats as an emergency tool only; boat-to-boat communication is
prohibited except for emergency purposes. Cell phones cannot be used until fish have been weighed.

19. DAMAGES: Damages of any nature to a contestant’s boat, equipment, or tackle are the responsibility of the owner, unless caused by the actions of another contestant, in which
case the contestant causing the damage becomes responsible.

20. COMPLAINTS OR PROTESTS: TO AVOID PROTESTS: If you suspect a possible infraction is about to or taking place, alert the would-be offender
and check the rules. The contestants who start in the first (3) three boats in the morning of each event are part of the tournament committee headed by the
tournament director for that event. Complaints or protests must be announced as soon as possible to the tournament director and then submitted in writing, and
signed and dated by both team anglers to tournament officials no later than 10 minutes after the weigh-in that day. In the case of a “same boat” protest, only one
signature is required. The tournament director will then review the protest with the protested team and make a decision. If the team who is protested disputes the
tournament directors finding, they must put their appeal in writing within (10) ten minutes of the tournament director’s decision. That appeal is then turned over to
the tournament committee. A simple majority vote of the tournament committee, by secret ballot, will be the final decision on the appeal process. Their decision
will be final, unless the protest cannot be resolved and requires a polygraph test. A member of the team protesting and the team protested will submit to a polygraph
test. If they both pass the polygraph, a decision of the advisory board and director will be made and final. If either team refuses to the polygraph test, the decision
of the tournament committee will be made and final.

21. POLYGRAPH TESTING: Each competitor agrees, by his/her signature on the official entry form, to take and pass a polygraph examination at their own expense. The
administration and interpretation of the polygraph examination shall be the responsibility of AllStar Bass and its agents, and shall be used (or not used) at the discretion of AllStar Bass.
Without limiting the foregoing, AllStar Bass shall have sole discretion to select the place, at which such a polygraph examination shall be administered, the individual who administers
such a polygraph examination, and the scope of the questions, which may be asked during such examination. The participants shall be available, at their expense, at the location
selected by AllStar Bass and shall cooperate in all respects with such examination.

22. TIES First place tiesat the SuperTeam Championship will be resolved by a sudden death fish-off under the direction of the tournament director. ~ Big fish does not break ties at
all events. At all other events ties for positions shall be resolved by means selected by tournament officials.  Points/pounds will be awarded to tied teams based on their place in the
standings. (Example: Two teams tied for 2nd place each receive 2nd place points/pounds). In awarding subsequent points to the next place lower in the standings, that place will be
treated as though there were no ties ahead of them. (Example: With two tied for second, the next place, including points and awards, would be 4th place). Positions shall be resolved
by combining the awards and dividing the awards equally among the tied contestants. Trophy recipients shall be determined by dividing the trophies equally.

23. LAKE-SPECIFIC RULE CHANGES: Toumament officials reserve the right to make lake-specific rule changes to accommodate special circumstances, which may arise at
atournament. Any rule change so made will be announced to the contestants prior to the day’s fishing.

24. SIGHT FISHING - This rule is in effect at any time either "sight or bedding" bass exist, and is designed to eliminate illegal snagging of bass. A sight or
bedding fish is defined as one that can be seen and watched as it approaches the lure. Bass being caught under these conditions must be caught by hook and
line and by the fish ingesting their lure. Any bass caught that is either a "sight" or "bed" fish must be caught "hook in mouth with the hook point entering
from the inside of the mouth™ and must be verified as a legal catch by the angler's in-boat partner. Any "sight" or "bed" fish caught by snagging or with hook
starting from outside the mouth shall be deemed an illegally caught fish and must be released. This same fish may be caught again by the legal method with
the hook starting from inside the mouth. Any angler catching a fish under these conditions and not verifying the hook location with the other person in the
boat may be disqualified from the tournament.

25. FISHING ALONE: Each team member will be allowed to compete alone in up to two tournaments for a team total of two events, unless approved by the advisory board.

26. PURCHASING INFORMATION RULE: The “purchasing” of fishing information or fishing locations is strictly forbidden and will result in disqualification. Entering into
verbal or written contracts for a dollar amount, a percentage of winnings, or percentage of the prize boat in exchange for fishing information, and so on is considered “purchasing”
information. Competitors in the tournament cannot be involved with blatant “guiding”, “bird-dogging”, “hole-sitting”, or the placing of markers for anyone else, or teamwork where
team members are or are not part of the tournament.

27. CITATIONS - A team cited by officers for violation of state or federal fishing or boating regulations jeopardizes their daily catch and may be subject to
disqualification

28. TAXES - Where and when Arizona laws require income taxes be paid on cash awards to residents and non-residents, the taxes will be automatically
deducted prior to the cash awards being presented to the contestants.

29. UNDERWATER CAMERAS - Use of underwater cameras is not allowed during official practice and tournament hours.

30. AWARDS CEREMONIES ATTENDANCE: It is generally recognized that attendance at presentation of awards ceremonies is an act of respect for others. It is not always
possible for all to attend. Those who are unable to attend the awards ceremonies will forfeit any claim to door prize drawings. However, any person unable to attend the awards
ceremony should have a designated representative, other than a tournament official, claim place awards and prizes for the event. Any unclaimed prizes will be forfeited.

31. PATRIOTISM: Respect for the United States of American and its flag is very important to AllStar Bass Fishing Tournaments. When possible, the national anthem will be played
before the start of the tournaments. All anglers should stand, face the flag, if possible, and remove their hats.

32. CHAMPIONSHIP ELIMINATION: There is no way to eliminate another team from the SuperTeam Championship. If a team wins more than one toumnament or wins Big
Fish of the Year and wins a tournament, then an additional points/pounds place team will qualify. If a team that wins a tournament or Big Fish of the Year does not compete in the
required minimum number of touraments, an additional points/pounds team will be added.

33 - 50 or more Teams can qualify for the 2008 ALLSTAR BASS SuperTEAM Championship

(1) The 2008 Team Anglers of the Year. Will be based on seven of seven toumnaments.

(25) The top 30 teams in points/pounds. Must enter a minimum of five of seven events. Those who fish in seven events will be allowed two throw-outs. The top 30 teams in
points/pounds will be based on best five of seven touraments. Teams must compete as a team in at least four of seven events, unless prior approval by advisory board has been
obtained.

(7) The 7 winning teams. Must enter five of seven toumaments. Both team members must compete together in at least four events.

(1) The 2008 Big Fish of the Year team. Must enter five of seven tournaments. Teams must compete as a team in at least four of seven events, unless prior approval by advisory
board has been obtained.

(7) The 7 Wildcard teams. Must enter all seven tournaments. Based only on final tournament finish. Wildcard teams must compete as a team in at least five of seven events, unless
prior approval by advisory board has been obtained.

(3) The 3 Lucky-Draw teams - Must compete as a team in at least five or more tournaments, including the last tournament. Teams will have their names put into a drawing at the
last tournament of the season. Three teams will be drawn and these “Lucky-Draw’” teams will qualify.

(1) The 2007 Team Anglers of the Year, Rod Nelson & Andy Shelton. Must enter at least five of seven touraments. Team must compete as a team in at least four of seven events,
unless prior approval by advisory board has been obtained.

34. DECISIONS: Decisions of the tournament officials will be final in all matters.
